and sorrow turned into joy; through Jesus Christ our Savior. Amen.

For the sake of your Son Jesus
Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in
your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your name.
Amen.

Celebrant Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your
sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you in all goodness,
and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen.

This does not
mean that the sacramental love of God is not present, and for this we now pray.

Celebrant And now, as our Savior Jesus Christ has taught us, we
are bold to say:

People Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name,
thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.
